Treasurer’s Report: Chief Caudill presented the Treasurer's Report. The final budget figures for FY 09/10 are in and we were 3.4% over budget.  There were unbudgeted expenses of $119,660 (boat, sub-station construction, ladder truck).  Without these items we would have been 11.39% under budget.
Accounts have now been opened at Community First Bank.  All Wachovia accounts will be closed upon final receipt of outstanding checks.
Old Business: 
Engine 17 is back in service.  The pump was used and it worked.  Records have to be received on the repairs.

Engine 173 and 17 are considered reserve engines.

17 and 17A are at the substation.

Senator Thomas Alexander sent a note to Don saying he was still working on the taxation question.

 Firewise:  The date has been established of August 28 to hold the initial Firewise meeting at Waterford. If Waterford becomes Firewise accredited we will have approx. 90% of the District certified.

Grant Applications:  
The FEMA grant monies have been received in the amount of $85,975 to cover the compressor and air exhaust system.
Chief Caudill recommended that we give the old compressor to Rescue 22 to use to fill their air bottles.  They would also be responsible to maintain the compressor.  Lefevre moved that we give the compressor to Rescue 22 to use and maintain, this was seconded by Bowles and all were in favor.

Docking of the fireboat. The draft letter to Duke on possible docking sties for the Rescue Boat was reviewed and approved by Wynward Pt.  It is now under review by KK and their Board.

Maintenance of Facility and Equipment. The Chief presented a list of major items needing maintenance and repair on a scheduled basis along with estimated funding.
