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Minutes
August 10, 2009
Call to Order:  Chairman Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Lefevre, Leitch, Bowles and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Asst. Chief Shirley, Capt Gibbs, Roger Garst and Brandon Shirley
Minutes:  Minutes from the July 13th  meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Jack Leitch reported that the final figures for FY 2008/09 were submitted for audit.  They show a net income of $50,135.48.  (See Treasurer's Report)
The FY 2009/10 budget based on 14.5 mils was modified to include two line items: cable /satellite TV and Matching Grant Funds.  After speaking to Kendra Brown at Oconee County the official budget was changed to include these items while reducing the contingency funds.  The total budget remained the same.

The County has given us a check in the amount of $2500.  KFD will be receiving a new HP computer from the County which will be able to perform the County's newly required quarterly reports.  

Old Business:  The Rescue Vehicle under repair in Piedmont, SC should be completed next week.  It will be newly painted including a white top and new decal will be applied.

Firewise: a meeting will be held on Aug. 18th @ 10:30 AM iat KFD to meet the new Forestry Director Michael Weeks and receive an update from the participating communities.  It is our understanding that Keowee Sailing Club may attend to learn about the program.

Use of the old station:  KFD is presently using the station for storage but the living quarters and office not being used.  Rescue 22 has shown interest in using the station for the living quarters and office space .  Kevin McCracken of KKPOA has indicated this was acceptable.
Website status: The new front page has been designed by the vendor and they are working on the additional elements.  A 1st draft should be completed within 60 to 90 days.  

Sub-station improvements: Brandon reported that Dwayne Green would be the GC and agreed to a fee of $500.  He would have to obtain the building permits.  The County requires architectural drawings to proceed. Dwayne agreed to obtain the drawings and submit them to the County. It will take  6-7 weeks after permits are received to complete the modifications.  

2008/09 District Summary: The Commissioners unanimously approved the Summary as amended and prepared by Don Chamberlain. It will be posted on our website and included  in the Public Document Book.

New Business:  County Council District 1 Election will be held on Aug. 25th.  Paul Corbeil is the republican candidate and Jack Collins will the democratic candidate.  

The Keowee River development will be on 774 acres located along Rt. 130.  It is reported it will include 900 homes, medical facilities, a hotel, anew YMCA and retail stores. The YMCA site and some commercial structures will fall in the KFD District. It appears that KFD will share about half of the property with Corinth Shiloh.  More to be unveiled on Thurs. evening.

Two of our men are going to the Fire Academy for 8 weeks training; ross Greer and Rob Smith.
