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Minutes
January 11, 2010
Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Minutes:  Minutes from the Dec. 14, 2009 meeting were submitted and a motion made for approval by Lefevre, seconded by Bowles.  All in favor.

Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Leitch reported that KFD had an account balance as of 1/8/10 of $30,498.10.  The Capital Reserve Account and the Personal Days Account will be restored to the Oct. 2009 levels when the January County tax check is received.  We have spent 37% of the budget in the first half of the fiscal year, however, this is not indicative of our financial position  since large expenditures are forecast  in the second half of the year.  Total assessments from the County for Dist. 17 are $44,804,440.  This would generate $649,664 if all taxes are collected.  It is estimated that the amount of the vehicle tax will be 8% less than last year.  Our budget will be based on this reduced amount.

Old Business:  No new activity to report from the County .
 Firewise:  Bob Bowles reported that Waterford Pointe received it's Firewise Certification.  Next community to be targeted is Waterford.  A discussion was held about when and where a presentation should be made by The Forestry Commission.  It was decided that a 10 minute agenda slot would not be appropriate for the Waterford Pointe annual meeting.  

Steve Lefevre submitted the KFD Three Year Goals for approval.  Steve moved that the goals be accepted as updated.  Jack seconded the motion and all Commissioners were in favor.  Steve will issue the final document. 

The Website is up and running and articles submitted to Brandon could be posted. All of the Communities will be notified of the website in the Newsletter.  

Engine 17 still has not been fixed by the County.  It is located at the substation but will be sent to the County for repair.  
FEMA- Chief Caudill reported that he has not heard anything from FEMA about our grant applications.

New Business:  

Health Insurance- Capt. Shirley reported that KFD has signed up for the New Health Insurance which will save approximately $1000 per month.  

Economic "Ethics" report.  Don clarified ( and later amended ) that the Commissioners will have to file the "Ethics" document and can do so electronically.

The sub-station remodeling is almost complete.  Carpet, doors and appliances have to be installed.  It could be completed by mid. January.

Capt. Shane Gibbs has accepted the full time Fire Marshall position for the city of Seneca.  He will continue to be a volunteer for District 17. A posting will be made in the paper to fill this position.
