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Minutes
July 13, 2009
Call to Order:  Chairman Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Lefevre, Leitch, Bowles and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Asst. Chief Shirley, R. Mangrum, WGOG News Director, Dan French, Jim Armstrong, Andrew Drake
Minutes:  Minutes from the June 8th meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Jack Leitch presented the treasure’s report. For FY 2008-09 expenses exceeded budget by $36,448.  Income exceeded budget by $111,608 resulting in a net income of $50,484.  Some of the items over budget were education, internet and fuel these were primarily driven by not budgeting enough funds.  (See Treasurer’s report)

The FY 2009-10 budget based on 14.5 mils was accepted by County Council on June 11, 2009.  The total budget is $670,050 for KFD.

Old Business:  Steve Lefevre reported that Paul Corbeil won the Republican vote for Dist. 1 County Councilman.  He will face Democrat Jack Collins in an Aug. 25th vote.
Chief reported on the KKPOA Forum presentation which included a display, slides and handouts.  Well attended with the KFD efforts appreciated.

The new skid unit was demonstrated to the Commission.  It was actually put into service at a brush fire in Waterford on its first day of service.
The Rescue Vehicle is under repair in Piedmont, SC.  It will take 90 days to repair at an estimated cost of $30,000.   The costs will be covered by our insurance company.

New Business:  The Duke Energy Drill will be held on July 28th.  KFD will be involved in two fire drills starting at approximately 10 AM.  We will have back up units at the station and will also be utilizing Corinth-Shiloh and Ebenezer personnel for training experience.
The 17th District Amateur Radio Field Day conducted at the old fire station was successful with over 700 contacts made.  The operation was attended by many visitors.
Chief Caudill and Asst. Chief Shirley reviewed a website subcontractor presentation for the Commission.  This would be an outside effort to update our website and maintain it on a regular basis.  The company was founded by firemen and is directed at fire departments including unique side items.  Jack Leitch made a motion for the Chief to evaluate companies to provide a website with maintenance not to exceed a cost of $1600.  This particular company charges $600 for initial setup and a monthly maintenance fee of $80.  Bob Bowles seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  

Asst. Chief Shirley reviewed the costs of finishing the substation to provide for two bedrooms and kitchen facilities.  An architect needed to be hired and permits pulled from the County to do the work.  It was estimated that the costs would be approximately $12000 to complete this work. However, it was noted by Com. Leitch that this did not provide for furnishings. This facility could then be manned overnight.  Mr. Leitch moved that monies not to exceed $15000 be approved to do this work.  Malone seconded the motion and all were in favor.  
Chief Caudill demonstrated one of five new radios and helmets received from the county.  They would be used for first in responders and were a significant improvement over the old radios. 

The Commission retired to Executive Session at 4:45PM.  At 5:30 PM the Commission returned and the meeting was called back to order.  A call for adjournment was made and all were in favor.
