All were impressed with the improvements to the facility, and the many hours of effort put in by the paid and volunteer firemen. It is now available for overnight personnel who will greatly enhance the readiness capability particularly in the Southern part of the district. Job well done!

Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Minutes:  Minutes from the Jan.11, 2010 meeting were submitted and a motion made for approval by Malone and seconded by Lefevre.  All were in favor.

Treasurer’s Report:  Jack reported that the account balances as of 2/6/10 were $407,718.25.  After seven months of the fiscal year, we have spenmt 42% of the budget which is right on target.  The first draft of the 2010-11 budget was submitted for review and discussion.  Various items were commented on including Group Health, Building and Grounds, substation utilities and the Capital Reserve for trucks.  A final review will be held at the March meeting.

The sub-station expense of  $18610.45 came in very close to the $15000 budget including appliances and flooring.  The large TV was taken from the main station which became redundant with the video projection system. The station is planned to be manned at night which would provide a readiness for the Southern area.  An Open House is being planned in the future for the Communities to see the results of this effort.

Old Business:  No new activity to report from the County .  Our once a week County employee is still coming in and has been working on the computer upgrade system.

We are planning a meeting with our Councilman Paul Corbeil in the near future to review the state of affairs of the KFD.

 Firewise:  Bob Bowles reported that Waterford Pointe and Wynward Pointe  will receive their Firewise Certification recognition onMarch 20th at their annual meetings.  Forest Services said that we should know about the firewise grant next week.  Next community to be targeted is Waterford. 

Engine 17 still has not been fixed by the County.  It is located at the substation but will be sent to the County for repair.  There seems to be a confusion on the workorder and who is responsible to follow up.  
FEMA- Chief Caudill reported that he has not heard anything from FEMA about our grant applications.  A number of questions have been received about the air handling system request.  

New Business:  

Economic "Ethics" report.  Don clarified ( and later amended ) that the Commissioners will have to file the "Ethics" document and can do so electronically. All have reported except Malone         ( who reported last week).

A Maintenance Schedule was submitted by Chief Caudill for  this year and out to a 5 year for major equipment.  He is also keeping historic records on large items.  We are looking at accruing for the dollars for major maintenance needs rather than in the current year's budget.

Applications for the replacement position for Captain Shane Gibbs are being accepted.
