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Minutes
March 8, 2010
Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Lefevre, Leitch, Bowles and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Asst. Chief Shirley, Capt. Mansfield, Capt. Caldwell,  Lieut. MacLeod, and Roger Garst, Rob Smith, Mike Chengrian, Pres. Salem Lions, Rich Simington, Salem Lions Club
Minutes:  Minutes from the Feb 8, 2010 meeting were submitted and a motion made for approval by Lefevre and seconded by Leitch.  All were in favor.

9-11 Memorial Proposal:  The Salem Lions Club represented by Mike Chengrian and Rich Simington presented a proposal to erect a 9-11 Memorial in honor of the Firefighters who perished in NYC.  A request would be made to the Port of NY Authority to obtain pieces of steel from the destroyed buildings that is available to charitable organizations. The Lions Club proposed a combined project with the KFD.  Approximately $2000 would be needed to erect the monument shared by KFD and Salem Lions Club.  A motion to approve $1000 and go forward with the proposal was made by Lefevre and seconded by Leitch.  All were in favor and the motion was approved.   
Treasurer’s Report:  Jack reported that the account balances as of 3/6/10 were $693,695.08.  After eight months of the fiscal year, we have spent 56% of the budget which is on target.  
The 2010-11 budget as modified was submitted for review and discussion.  Various items were commented on including Group Health, Building and Grounds, substation utilities and the Capital Reserve for trucks.  This budget included the updated estimated real and personal property assessments obtained from the County.  It was noted that these numbers are not finalized until September at which time the value of the mil is determined.  Current budget estimate is $724,069 based on the County's March 4, 2010 assessment for the Keowee Fire District.  This is the  third and final reading of the proposed 2010-11 budget.  Jack moved that the proposed budget be accepted with modifications and Bob Bowles seconded the motion. All were in favor and the motion was approved.  The budget will be submitted to the county for review and acceptance. 

Chief Caudill and Asst. Chief Shirley are working on a Capital equipment replacement plan.  They are targeting July for its completion. 
Old Business:  The Emergency Services Plan for the County was distributed for review.  There are questionable items in the plan including what is included in each identified period. This plan must be reviewed and accepted by the County Council.

Meeting with County Councilman Paul Corbeil and Acting Administrator Gene Klugh. Don reported that the review went well.  Mr. Klugh will pass on his findings to the new County Administrator.  Don stated that he felt the District property owners are being taxed three times; by the county tax,  the 14.5 millage and then the 2.9 mils for the Emergency Services.  
 Firewise:  Bob Bowles reported that Waterford Pointe will receive their Firewise Certification and  Wynward Pointe  will receive their Firewise Certification recognition on March 20th at their annual meetings.  Keowee Key will also receive a grant of $25,000.  The next community to be targeted is Waterford. 
Engine 17 still has not been fixed by the County.  It is located at the substation but will be sent to the County for repair.  There seems to be a confusion on the work order and who is responsible to follow up.  Chief Richie proposed that we make an offer that the County give us the $40,000 designated for the repair and we will purchase a fire engine to replace 17 which has been a maintenance nightmare from the beginning.  A proposal will be prepared by the Chief and reviewed by Steve Lefevre.

 New Business:  

Part Time Employees:  Three firefighters have been hired on a part time basis.  They are Rob Smith, Dante and Dave MacDonald.  They will work with assigned Lieutenants as a team.
New Fire Captain:  Denny Caldwell was selected as the new KFD Captain.  The team congratulated Denny on his promotion.  Seven people were interviewed.

New E-mail Address List: Steve reported that a consolidated list of all the communities in the District has been established.  He is working with Chief Caudill on items to be included in the first e-news letter, which could include our new Iso Rating reminder, ID our new and improved web-site, Firewise Community recognition, Sub-station manning and coverage, number of calls last year and feature KFD staff.
