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Minutes
April12, 2010
Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Leitch, Bowles and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Capt. Mansfield, Gary Broadhagen, Jim Hickey

Minutes:  Minutes from the March 8, 2010 meeting were submitted and a motion made for approval by Malone, seconded by Leitch.  All were in favor.
Treasurer’s Report:  Jack reported that the account balances as of 4/9/10 were $560,474.21.  After nine months of the fiscal year, we have spent 74% of the budget which is on target.  The only line item which will be significantly over budget is fuel projected to be $3000 (32%). It was recommended by Chamberlain to have Chief Caudill seek additional funds from the County to cover this overrun.  Bowles moved that this be done, seconded by Malone, the vote was 3 yes and 1 abstention. .  
The 2010/2011 final budget was submitted to the County on April 5, 2010.

A motion was made by Leitch to put additional funds amounting to $250,000 into two short term CD's.  Malone seconded the motion and all were in favor.  

Old Business:  Chamberlain reported that he had received a response from Sen. Tom Alexander on his question of Triple Taxation to the District 17 residents. The Senator wanted additional information which was provided.  He indicated he will be reviewing this request with a Columbia lawyer to see what can be done.
Engine 17 still has not been fixed by the County.  It was heard that the County would not repair r this engine and would give us engine 17B to replace it.  Engine 17B is not acceptable to KFD because it is under powered, is standard shift and has a history of maintenance problems.  Chief Caudill will be sending an e-mail to Rodney Burnett to seek the status of the engine 17 repair. 

 Firewise:  Bob Bowles reported that the grant money has been approved but has not yet been distributed.  Grant money is available to cover 50% of the costs for cleanup days.  Chief Caudill will send a note to Bosso of the Forestry Service to find out how many homes are covered with the Firewise Communities in District 17. 

9-11 Memorial Status: Bob reported that the letter was sent to the Port Authority of NY seeking the steel.  He also has contacted the owner of the lot across Rt. 130 from the firehouse which has a mound of dirt. The owner is enthusiastic about moving the dirt to the hole on the KK corner across Maintenance Rd from the Firehouse. A letter has been sent to the KK Board to see if they would be will ing to donate that piece of property to the Memorial. A response has not been received to date.

Grant Applications:  We have received notification of the $90k grants for the new compressor and vent system.  Those purchased will be coordinated so that the bills will be submitted and paid for at the same time. 
New FEMA grants have not opened up yet which was supposed to have happened on April 1st. We would seek $25,000 to cover the cost of new walkie talkie radios and rescue tools.  The Forestry Service had agreed to give us $1000 a 50/50 match of the Firewise training.  

 New Business:  

Chief Ritchie reported that his review of the repayment of educational programs yielded a 80/60/40 etc. repayment per year over a five year period.  After that there would be no repayment required.  The Commission moved that the Chief prepare a recommendation to the Commission to incorporate this rule in the operation instructions handbook.
New E-mail Address List: The first newsletter received a very positive response.  General questions were received from the residents and the website also was a big hit.
