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Minutes
June 14, 2010
Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Lefevre, Leitch, Bowles and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Asst. Chief Shirley
Minutes:  Minutes from the May10, 2010 meeting were submitted and a motion made for approval by Malone, seconded by Bowles.  All were in favor.
Treasurer’s Report:  Jack reported that the account balances as June 14, 2010 were Total of $417,793.68 with $118,846.15 in the Operating account.  The current level of operating Funds should be sufficient without having to touch our CD's which mature 9/30/10.  It is projected that we will be over budget by 3.5% primarily do to the purchase of the ladder truck.
The 2010/2011 final budget was approved by the County on May 25, 2010.

Due to issues with Wachovia Bank pertaining to payment for the ladder truck, ongoing monthly bank charges and other concerns, Leitch made a motion that we move our accounts to Community First Bank.  This was seconded by Lefevre.  Considerable discussion was held.  The Chairman then asked for a vote on the motion.  All Commissioners were in favor. 
Old Business: Chief Caudill reported that he had invited the new County Administrator and our Councilman Corbeil to visit KFD.  When a date is set the Commission will be advised for possible attendance.

Chief Caudill said that Rodney Burdette sent out a directive to the Vol. Fire Depts. that they should not use Volunteers to respond to rescue calls since the County did not have insurance coverage for that purpose.  The Chief's understanding was that they would be covered under the States Title 42 Provision.  He has asked the County for clarification.

 Chamberlain reported that he had received a response from Sen. Tom Alexander on his question of Triple Taxation to the District 17 residents. No further correspondence has been received to date

Engine 17 still has not been fixed by the County. It is parked by the burn building.  We have heard that it may only require a $7-9,000 repair. Chief Caudill will be sending an e-mail to Rodney Burnett to seek the status of the engine 17 repair. 

 Firewise:  Bowles reported that KK, Keowee Harbours, Wynward Pt. and Waterford Pt.  all held successful cleanup days.  Wynward Pt. has received a 50% matching grant for their cleanups in the amount of $1500.  The other communities are submitting their requests for reimbursement to the Forestry Dept.

Waterford has asked for a Firewise informational meeting with KFD, and The Forestry Dept.  Bob is coordinating arrangements.

9-11 Memorial Status: Bob reported that the steel request has been approved. He also has contacted the owner of the lot across Rt. 130 from the firehouse which has a mound of dirt. The owner is enthusiastic about moving the dirt to the hole on the KK corner across Maintenance Rd from the Firehouse. A letter has been sent to the KK Board to see if they would be willing to donate that piece of property to the Memorial. A response has not been received to date.

Grant Applications:  
The new venting system has been installed and is operational.  We are awaiting the delivery of a new compressor funding under the FEMA grant to close out the $90,000 in grant monies.

We are seeking a FEMA grant of $25,000 to cover the cost of new walkie talkie radios and rescue tools
 New Business:  

Chief Caudill submitted the new Higher Education reimbursement policy.  With minor changes Lefevre moved to approve the policy and Malone seconded.  All were in favor.  The new Policy will be added to the Employee Handbook.

2009-2010 Summary Report.  Don asked that he receive a Treasurer's Summary for the fiscal year and that the Chief provide a summary of calls for that period.

Docking of the fireboat.  Duke Energy has classified the KFD boat as a commercial vessel and therefore it had to be parked at a commercial site.  Mssrs Lefevre, Caudill and Shirley have composed a letter to be submitted to Duke with various alternatives to address the location of docking.  Many of these locations involve Keowee Key so the letter is going to be reviewed with McCracken of KK before submittal to Duke.

Chief Caudill reported that the County inures their vehicles for depreciated value which could create a considerable cost if a vehicle is damaged compared to replacement value.  There are companies who would provide a "wrap around" policy covering the difference in these costs.  the Chief has asked Councilmen Corbeil and Dexter for their understanding of the Counties insurance policies.
