August 9, 2010
Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Minutes:  Minutes from the July 12, 2010 meeting were submitted and a motion made for approval by Malone, seconded by Bowles.  All were in favor.
Treasurer’s Report: Com Leitch reported that the August and September tax revenue was expected to be approx. $7000.  Therefore, the District should be able to operate without having to cash a CD early.  
The transfer of accounts from Wachovia Bank to Community First Bank was completed on July 29.  Both the Capital Reserve and Personal Days Accounts have been set up as interest earning Money Market Accounts.

Our Annual audit for the FY 2009-10 will be finished by early October.  

Old Business: 
The Worker's Comp. has been corrected according to County Adm. Moulder.
Air packs - It was suggested that a letter be sent to Scott Moulder saying we will test our out of date airpacks and send the bill to the county for repayment if not completed by the County by August 27th. This has become a liability issue.

Brandon reported that the "wrap-around" insurance should be done on our newest engine 171 since it was the most costly to replace.  Jack moved that we insure that engine for $350,000 in line with it's replacement costs contingent that the County not resolve the replacement versus depreciated value insurance basis by Sept 13th. This motion was seconded by Lefevre  with all in favor. 

A proposal was made by Chief Caudill to hire three more part time employees so that we could have 2 people 24/7.  Additional information is being obtained by the chief to support this proposal; cost, hours, overlap etc. 

 Firewise:  The date has been established of August 28 to hold the initial Firewise meeting at Waterford.  If Waterford becomes Firewise accredited we will have approx. 90% of the District certified.

9-11 Memorial Status: Many people and organizations are volunteering to support this effort.  Neal Workman from Trehel and Goldie Assoc. have offered to help with the site plans.  We have agreed as KFD to work with the team.
New Business:  
The Open House:  An agenda was worked on supporting the Open House. An article is being prepared by August 13th to insert in the Scuttlebut and send out to the Communities.  

Nothing new from Duke in response to our letter requesting a docking location for the fireboat.

Meeting with Scott Moulder Presentation:  The meeting with Scott Moulder was very good and lasted much longer than expected.  Scott was well prepared and asked delving questions.  He said we would be hearing from him on our issues.  The Chief then took Scott on a brief tour of the District with particular attention given to the Sub-station
