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Minutes
September 13, 2010
Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Lefevre, Bowles, Leitch and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Asst. Chief Shirley, Lieut. Macleod, R. Mangram WGOG News Director
Minutes:  Minutes from the Aug.9,2010  meeting were submitted and a motion made for approval by Malone, seconded by Leitch.  All were in favor.
Treasurer’s Report: Com. Leitch reported that we had a balance of $322,617.21.  He reported that we needed to cash a CD to cover a bond payment of $20,482 due on October 1st.
While Scott Moulder reported a reduction in millage this year but that should not affect our funds.  The reassessment will not come into effect until FY 2011. 
Jason White CPA of Byerley, Payne and White would review the Audit report later in the meeting.

Old Business: 
County Adm. Moulder has three more Chiefs to meet with in the County.  The County Fire Plan is due at the end of the year.
Air packs - County air packs were flow tested at a cost of $600.  Steve suggested that we send the bill to the county for payment.
No other issues with equipment were reported.

Firewise:  The Firewise meeting at Waterford was held on August 28th.  There was a good turnout of 28 people.  Chief Richie, Bazzo from SC Forrestry Com. did excellent jobs presenting along with the show of equipment including the ladder truck the fireboat and the sub-station engine added a lot to the meeting.

9-11 Memorial Status: Not much new to report on the memorial.  It was reported that steel from 9/11 was being distributed.
The Open House: Brandon reported that the schedule was now posted on the website.  The event will be held on October 9th from 10 AM until 2 PM.  Several vendors will participate such as Blue Ridge Security, Reliable Sprinkler, the County Smoke Trailer, and some burn boxes. will be obtained.  Personnel have been identified for participation.  All the communities will be notified by e-mail.

Brandon reported that the "wrap-around" insurance  for engine E-171 was incurred by the County for $343k and that the way the County had contracted for insurance might preclude a separate wrap around contract.  He is waiting for a response from our insurance company.
New Business:  
Don reported that a new Agreement with Duke for the next five years should be initiated with Duke.  They do not want to enter into a discussion until their new VP is onboard.  It was suggested that we put together an offer for discussion with Duke including what we have accomplished over the last five years that enhances our support for Duke. The Chief will be working on this document.
Don reported that Keowee Key was considering closing the Fitness Center gates off Rt. 130 for security reasons.  It was the position of the Commsission that this would not be a wise action from a fire prevention basis.  Steve will be preparing a letter to send to the KKPOA Board.

Additional Part Time Personnel: It was proposed that we add 3 part time fireman at a cost of $46000 which would allow us to have at least 2 fire fighters on duty 24/7.  Jack Leitch moved that we identify the 3 additional firemen and higher them on  a 24 on 5 days off schedule.  Bowles seconded this motion.  Chief Richie commented that having extra men on duty would make a significant difference in our ability to respond.  Asst. Chief Shirley sighted a UCLA study that looked at 20 tasks performed by 2,4, or 6 people and that there was a major improvement by having an additional person. 

The vote was taken and all were in favor.

Audit Report for the Year Ending July 30, 2010: Jason White presented the details of the audit report.  Questions from the Commission were answered and he stated that there were no major areas of concern with his findings.  Jack Leitch made a motion to accept the Audit Report with Steve Lefevre seconding.  All were in favor.
