Minutes
December 14, 2009
Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Lefevre, Leitch, Bowles and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Lieut. D. French, Gary Brodhagan, Jim Armstrong
Minutes:  Minutes from the Nov. 9, 2009  meeting were submitted and a motion made for approval by Malone, seconded by Lefevre.  All in favor.

Treasurer’s Report:  Jack Leitch presented the Monthly financial report showing a Balance of all Accts. of $56,234.20 (see report) .  Basically expenses/budget ratio look good.  Last year's revenue was over $86,000 for Nov. and Dec.  This year it appears that we will receive approx. $17,000 apparently because of the delay in sending out property tax bills.  Sufficient funds will be transferred to the Operating Account from other accounts and then repaid in Jan. and Feb as funds become available from the County.

Jack purchased a 5 month CD of $150,000 from First South Bank , Greenville, at 2.30% APY with funds that would not be required until the first half of 2010.  
Old Business:   A part time employee from the County is working at KFD.  The same person will work an 8 hour day once a week.
 Firewise:  Bob Bowles reported that Waterford Pointe was in a position to apply for a Firewise certification.  This would be the fourth community in the District to obtain this status.  (W.P. did subsequently receive their certification.)
Steve Lefevre reported that the KFD Three Year Goals will be submitted for approval at the Jan. 2010 meeting.  

FEMA- Chief Caudill reported that he has not heard anything from FEMA about our grant applications.  This is not necessarily bad news since it appears we are still under consideration and have not been rejected.

Health Insurance- Steve Lefevre reported that of our 5 full time employees only 3 take health insurance.  The Blue Cross Group plan costs $52,500 for these 3 people paid 70% by the Dept. and 30% by the employees.  If we were to join the Fire Association group (representing 3000 members) or a Blue Cross Blue Shield Carolina Care plan the cost would be $38600 with the District saving $10k and the employees $3k.  Jack moved that we go to the new plan starting Jan. 1, 2010 with Steve seconding the motion.  All were in favor.
The sub-station remodeling is almost complete.  Currently material and labor costs are running approx. $10,000 with flooring, baseboard, appliances and furniture yet to be procured, however it appears that we will be on budget of $15,000.  

Engine 17 failed the pump tests for the second time.  The County will be repairing it.  It supposedly is a leaking valve on the deck gun.
New Business:  The KFD pontoon boat is stripped down and cleaned.  A new deck will be put on it and painted.  Wayne McCall will do the fabrication work.  Targeting April for completion.
