Treasurer’s Report:  Jack Leitch that there was a balance of $273,997.74 in all accounts and the first three months of operations looked favorable. (See Treasurer's Report)
There are no remaining CD's on deposit.  Interest YTD amounted to $2388.98.  Further investments may be made in January, 2010.

Old Business:  The 1% money checks were released.
Part time people for station 21 (6-7) will be deployed around the County on a 24 hrs/wk basis.  KFD will have one helping us in the next couple weeks.

The new County provided computer has been received and programmed.  It will be used for reporting and training purposes.

Firewise:  The truck provide by the Forestry Dept. has been fixed up at a cost of $300 and is in running condition.  It will be used by the Firewise Communities to haul debris and will located at the substation on an call basis.

Bowles reported that grant funds could be filed for cleanup costs.
A meeting with the Keowee River Devel. people is being arranged by Chief Caudill.  State Forestry's Mike Bozzo will also attend.  This will be to establish Firewise awareness from the very start of the development.
Website Status: Asst. Chief Caudill gave a demonstration of the new website which is now up and running. Work schedules and the training calendar are also on the website. 
Sub-station Improvements: The electrical and plumbing are now finished and awaiting inspection.  

New Business:  The Open House was a huge success with over 300 people attending from around the District.  Demonstrations were well received  with Reliable Sprinkler Co. and Blue Ridge Electric offering to help in next year's OH.  A great job was done by Chief Caudill and his entire team.  

Articles on the OH will be posted in the Journal and the Scuttlebutt along with selected pictures.  Pictures will also be posted on our website.

Suggestion for improving next year's OH will be received by Chief Caudill such as an enhanced children's program and a need for better signage.

FEMA grants are still being considered for the air handling system and cleaning equipment.

Don presented an article on material from the 9/11/2001 World Trade Center rubble to be used for a  memorials.  Chief Caudill will look into this.  
Don Chamberlain requested that a date be considered for the Jan. 2010 Commissioner's meeting.
