October 11, 2010
Call to Order: Steve Lefevre called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Minutes:  Minutes from the Sept. 13, 2010  meeting were submitted and a motion made for approval by Malone, seconded by Bowles.  All were in favor.
Treasurer’s Report: Com. Leitch reported that we had a balance of $283,495.74.  Two CD's matured on Sept. 30th and the funds were split between the Operating Account and the Capital Reserve Account.  Actually the money market accounts bare better interest rates than the CD's.
The KFD budget by the County was set at $647908 which equates to a 14.4 millage rate. 

The only items to be over budget are electric, water and sewer on the headquarters' facility because they were under estimated.

Old Business: 
 No new information from the County.  Station 21 is providing a person 1 day a week to KFD.

Air packs - County air packs were flow tested at a cost of $600.  A check was received from the County in that amount.
No other issues with equipment were reported.

Firewise:  Bowles reported that Waterford and Waterford Pt. will be having a cleanup day on Nov. 5th and KK on Nov. 9th.  After Waterford's cleanup, they should be submitting their request for certification as a Firewise Community.
9-11 Memorial Status: A mock-up of the memorial is being designed.  The next meeting is scheduled for October 15th.

Grants: Chief  Caudill reported that there is no new information on the FEMA grant and that the Dryfus  people requested additional information.
The Open House:  Basically the same program was presented for the Open House as last year.  It went well with approximately 150 in attendance.  The question was raised whether the effort in preparing the OH is worth it each year and that perhaps we should consider changing the agenda.
New Business:  
Duke Contract.  It was decided after a discussion that a Executive Session strategy meeting be held on October 25th to discuss this upcoming contract.
Additional Part Time Personnel: The new part time employees (Allan Crumpton, Todd Wise and Gabe Haney) are now on shift.
