Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain Lefevre, Bowles, Leitch and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Asst. Chief Shirley, Jim Armstrong
Minutes:  Minutes from the October 11, 2010  meeting were submitted and a motion made for approval by Malone, seconded by Lefevre.  All were in favor.
Treasurer’s Report: Capt. Caudill presented the Treasurer's report for Com Leitch who was delayed in attending.  The Bank Account balance as of 11/4/10 was $253,072.63 with no areas of concern in the budget.  
A check in the amount of $10,000 was received under a Dreyfus Grant as a portion of the cost of a new washer/extractor and dryer.

FEMA has notified us that there will not be any grant money awarded this year.
Old Business: 
The County has named Eric Lutz to act as temporary emergency director replacing Rodney Burdette with Scott Loftis responsible for training. 
There has been no news on the Moulder County Fire plan which is expected by the end of the year.

Status of the existing equipment is good but we are waiting for parts to repair the generator.  Cost is expected to be $3,000.
Firewise:  Bowles reported that Waterford Pointe completed their pick-up day with Waterford and KK to be done on the following Tuesday.  KK is scheduled to have pickups at 150 homes out of 1650 total.

Twin Towers Memorial: A 3D DVD is being put together to display the mockup design and ground overview for the site.  KK needs to approve giving the land for this site to be located at the corner of 130 and Maintenance Rd.

Dreyfus Grant:  Chief Caudill reported that the grant of $10,000 would only partially cover the $18,000 cost of the washer and dryer.  A discussion was held whether there was something more critically needed for the $10,000 or should the KFD add additional monies to procure the washer/dryer.  Malone moved that Chief Caudill should obtain quotes for the washer/dryer and present this to the Commission at the December meeting.  Leitch seconded this motion and all were in favor.
New Business:  
Duke Contract.  Chief Caudill accompanied Scott Boggs of Duke for a training session in Ga.  It was a good opportunity for the Chief to discuss various items with Scott and obtain some guidance.  The Chief recommended that we continue to prepare a presentation for the new Duke VP and await his commitment for a meeting.  

Scott indicated that with VP approval Duke may permit KFD to utilize their dock at the picnic grounds.  This would be an ideal location and would be patrolled 24/7.
Another docking location was offered by Karl Muzii of 23 Spy Glass Lane who is not currently using his dock.  This also would be a good logistically located and temporary location just west of the South entrance on Rt. 183.

Don reported that the 17th District Amateur Radio Club was 11th in the country for simulating emergency events in the low power 1 station category nationwide exercise.
Steve suggested that we update the three year plan and do it on a rolling 3 year basis.  A special meeting will be called tin January to start this process.

It was agreed that the KFD Commission Meetings would be held on the second Monday of the month at 3 PM for the year 2011.  Malone was directed to notify the Journal of this decision.

Leitch reported that finally the KFD is exempt from filing a tax form.  This exemption was given by Shannon Willey Deputy Secretary of State (ph. 803-734-0246)
