Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M.

Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Lefevre, Bowles, Leitch and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Asst. Chief Shirley, Capt. Mansfield
Minutes:  Minutes from the November8, 2010 meeting were submitted and a motion made for approval by Lefevre seconded by Bowles.  All were in favor.
Treasurer’s Report: The total bank account balance as of 12/6/10 is $270,030.45. There will be a number of large expenditure early in the year such as the Bond Payment $85,482.  Personnel costs account for 54.8% of the anticipated 2010-11 expenses.  The capital reserve accounts amount to $60,000.  It was suggested that the capital reserve account reflect only true capital reserves and other accounts be established for other monies.
Old Business:
The County Fire Plan will be unveiled by Adm. Moulder on Dec. 21st.  He indicated that KFD 17 would not be greatly affected.  Com. Chamberlain said he would be attending the meeting.

The generator repair will require $2500 in parts and $900 in labor.  The unit was one month out of warranty.  Generac is opening a case file to evaluate an equitable solution. 

Brandon presented the quote on the washer and dryer which will amount to $17,000 plus.  The washer is $7,000 and the dryer will be $5,800 plus installation and supplies.  Leitch made a motion to accept the quote from Unimac, Bowles seconded.  All were in favor.
Firewise: There are five Firewise communities in the District.  A letter is being created to go to National Firewise to recognize this accomplishment. 
Twin Towers Memorial: A 3D DVD was shown displaying a concept of the memorial.  Costs could be $250,000 to $300,000 to establish.  Quite an accomplishment with many entities getting on board in support.
New Business:  
Duke Contract.  Duke has indicated it will be after the first of the year before they are prepared to sit down with us and review the contract.
The Commission agreed to have Chief Richie approach Karl Muzii a Keowee Key resident about using his dock for the fireboat.

Three Year Goals :  It was agreed to hold a meeting prior to the Feb. 14 Commissioners meeting at 1 PM.  All should review the prior year’s Three Year Plan and bring to the meeting any changes, additions or suggestions.

Palmetto Pointe is not in our District.  The new assisted living facility would be in our fire district.
It was agreed that the KFD Commission Meetings would be held on the second Monday of the month at 3 PM for the year 2011.  Notification was published in the Journal on November 18th.
The Toys for Tots and Food Drive supported by the Fire Dept. went very well. Next the Chief wishes to expand efforts to help teacher’s supplies.
Malone presented an Escape Ladder he purchased from Kidde for $32.  He suggested that the Fire Dept. add this item to its list of safety devices such as smoke detectors, lock boxes and fire extinguishers to be made available to the public.

Bob Bowles also suggested that a letter be formed for exiting homes in case of fires for guests and visitors.  It could be placed on the bed or posted in the home.  Brandon is going to format the letter to be posted in the website and perhaps a letter in the Scuttlebutt.
