                                                          March 14, 2011
Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting at 3 PM.
Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Lefevre, Bowles, Leitch and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Asst. Chief Shirley, Lieut. MacLeod
Minutes: Minutes from the February14, 2010 meeting were submitted by Steve Lefevre with a motion for approval.  It was seconded by Bowles and all were in favor.
Treasurer’s Report: The total bank account balance as of Feb. 11, 2011 is $688747.55. Jack Leitch reported that there will be a bond payment of $85,482 next month which will bring the expenses in line with the budget.
Jack presented a proposed 2011-2012 revised budget.  Certain line items were increased as offset by a reduction of $5400 in the Contingency Fund.  Jack moved that the budget be submitted as to the County for approval.  It was seconded by Lefevre.  There was considerable discussion on line items, including training and equipment reserves.  A vote was taken to submit this proposed budget the last week of March to the County.  All were in favor.
Old Business:
Don spoke to Councilman Corbeil about the response to the letter on the 2.9 mil tax.  Paul said that Moulder would present the budget at the end of March. There has been no official response to the letter from anyone. Senator Alexander said that he said the County would solve the 2.9 tax issue.  They are still looking at it.  There is a possibility that the 2.9 would be dissolved and the fire funds would then come out of the general budget.
The generator will be repaired with the vendor providing the parts however a gear is still missing.

The new washer and dryer have been installed.  We are now waiting for the vendor to give a training class.
Firewise: The Chief reported that he has received his reimbursement from The Forestry Service.

911 Memorial: The proposed site across from the firehouse has become extremely expensive to develop. Alternate sites are being considered including Walhalla. 
New Business:  
Duke Energy:  Duke paid the $35,000 yearly fee this month.  Scott Boggs of Duke reported they are still working on a new 5 year contract proposal.  He appeared positive we will reach an agreement.
Chest X-rays.  Asst Chief Shirley proposed that KFD pay $35 for each fireman’s chest X-ray.  After a discussion it was determined that these X-rays should not be done on a routine basis and were up to the individual’s doctor to determine need. No funds would be provided.

Three Year Goals:  Don made some suggestions on plan wording which were agreed to.  It was also agreed that Brandon would approach The County Board of Education to explore the possibility of establishing a high school accredited course of firefighting. Malone questioned the language on the capital equipment replacement program stating that it was forcing the procurement of equipment that might not be required at that specific time. These changes will be taken into consideration and Lefevre will prepare another revision for review.
