Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3 PM.
Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Bowles and Malone

Minutes: Minutes from the October 10, 2011 meeting were submitted by Bob Malone.  They were moved for acceptance by Malone and seconded by Bowles. All were in favor 
Treasurer’s Report: Com. Hammill was telephone conferenced into the meeting. His report had been submitted via e-mail. Through 4 months of the Fiscal year, expenses ran about 6% below the budget.  At this point, there are no expense categories that are of concern.  

The auditor did indicate that we may owe SC Use Tax on out of state purchases.  Com. Hammill and Asst. Chief Shirley are investigating this liability and will report at the next meeting.  
Equipment: It was reported by Chief Caudill, that the ladder truck is not capable of drafting from the lake due to a pump and solenoid problem.  It will cost $500 in parts and $150 in labor to correct this problem.
We are still looking for a used truck that is capable of towing the trench equipment rescue trailer. 

All ladders have been tested including those on the County owned engines.

Firewise: Both Com Bowles and Chief Caudill reported that the Denver Firewise seminars were good with many contacts made and information received.  Michelle Steinberg, the Firewise second in Command was met and offered additional opportunities for the communities. The SC Forestry Dept asked Chief Caudill if KK Fire Dept world be interested in being the trial location for SC for the new Ready-Set-Go Program. Chief Caudill is evaluating the program and will report to the Commission.

Duke Energy Com. Chamberlain was contacted by Duke VP Gillespie and asked to explain the changes made by the Dept. that would justify an increase in the next five year contract.  Duke should be responding to our proposal shortly.
New Business:  It was reported by Asst. Chief Shirley that the Open House was a complete success.  The BBQ was well received with the vendor pleased with the sales.

 It was suggested that we arrange for Anderson Extinguishers to set up a booth and bring additional equipment for sale. They did not attend this year with KFD displaying the equipment we had on hand and actually selling out.

Also, while the helicopter was a well received addition, it was suggested that we try to arrange a time for it to be on display and advertise that fact.
