Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 2 PM.
Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Lefevre, Hammill, Bowles and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Asst. Chief Shirley, Lieut. MacLeod

Minutes: Minutes from the November 14, 2011 meeting were submitted by Malone.  They were moved for acceptance by Bowles and seconded by Hammill.  All were in favor. 
Treasurer’s Report: Com. Hammill reported that the budget numbers looked favorable.  No new assessment information had been received from the County.  Facility numbers were favorable but some large items such as propane gas would be billed in December.

It was suggested by Chamberlain that we go out for bids for the audit reports.  This year we paid $7865 for 75 hours of work which seemed excessive.  Hammill will seek three bids.  
Old Business: 

· Charlie King has been named The new County Fire Chief.  He will be responsible for County Equipment.  The Rescue and Emergency Services Coordinator is Scott Krein.
· The ladder truck has been repaired with a new pump and solenoid and is operational.

· The Chief is evaluating putting a new LED lightbar on the rescue truck.  The old bar uses too much power and depletes the life of the batteries.  

· The hose trailer circa 1900 could be purchased for a display for $700.  The Commission indicated if the price could be reduced to $500 they would consider purchasing it.

· Two cameras were purchased one for the lead truck and the second for the Asst. Chief.  

· There were no personnel issues this month.

Firewise: Bowles reported that a District wide Firewise meeting will be held on Dec. 13th.  Basso from SC Forestry to attend.
KK has a $7000 credit for raking leaves.  Wynward Pt. is also tracking.  The report sheet can be found on page 39 of the Firewise manual.  
The Forestry grant of $2500 has been received.

Chamberlain reported that the Dist. 17 FD Group for Portable Stations finished 10th in the nation.  Great job!

Officers: The Commission officers will remain the same for 2012.  They are: Chamberlain, Chairman; Lefevre, Vice-chairman; Bowles, Firewise; Hammill, Treasurer and Malone Secretary. All voted approval.

August will be the date for filing for new KFD jobs 2 four year positions and 1 for completing the Leitch position currently being filled by Hammill. 
New Business:  The Commissioners adopted on December 12, 2011 the designation of M. Brandon Shirley as the member from KFD to the Board of Directors of the 9-11 Memorial Oconee SC, Inc.  There will be 7 members on the Board.

Chief Ritchie informed the Commission that the Department would be participating in a full scale drill at Duke Nuclear Plant that evening.

The second Monday of the month at 3 PM will be the time and date for the Commissioners meetings in 2012.  Malone will notify the Journal of this information. 

Steve MacLeod gave an update of the new monument at the substation.  It was approved that he could purchase the insert sign.  Excellent job was done by Steve and his happy helpers.  The Commissioners visited the substation earlier in the day and viewed the new sign.
