Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting at 3 PM.
Present:  Commissioners Chamberlain, Lefevre, Bowles, Leitch and Malone

Visitors:  Chief Caudill, Asst. Chief Shirley, Lieut. MacLeod
Minutes: Minutes from the March14, 2010 meeting were submitted by Bob Malone with a motion for approval.  It was seconded by Lefevre and all were in favor.
Treasurer’s Report: The total bank account balance as of April 8, 2011 is $561,116.90. Jack Leitch reported that the expenses are higher percentage wise than expected due primarily to 2 large expenses (facility, vehicle, umbrella insurance and bond principal and interest) were paid in March.  Expenses for the fiscal year should be very close to the budget.
Jack presented a proposed 2011-2012 revised budget of $790,000 that reflects the lower estimated assessed value as of March 18. Certain line items were reduced by $32,000 including the capital equipment contingency and legal fees.  Jack moved that the budget be submitted to the County for approval.  It was seconded by Bowles.  All were in favor.
Old Business:
The generator will be repaired by April 16th.  All other equipment is currently going well.  
Personnel: Capt. Dave Mansfield is still going through rehab on his shoulder.  No date has been set for his return

There was a good turnout at a recent KK fire.  Within 7 minutes firefighters were on the scene.
Firewise:  Bob Bowles reported that there will be about 20 pick-up trucks available to pick up debris on May 10 chipping day at KK.  Waterford Pointe had their collection day last Friday and Waterford had theirs this morning.  The Chief is working with Firewise National for District recognition.  
911 Memorial: The proposed site across from the firehouse has become extremely expensive to develop. Alternate sites are being considered including Walhalla. 
New Business:  
Duke Energy:  Duke has donated a substantial amount of trench equipment and confined space safety equipment including a storage trailer to the KFD.
No news on the new contract but Duke remains positive that it will be done.

Three Year Goals:  With a language change to the equipment replacement schedule, a physical conditioning goal, and an item that the Chief would explore doing a Senior Explorer Program at District 17, it was agreed that Steve would make the revisions and re-submit the goals for final approval next month.
