It is expected that next year we will receive from the County $60,000 with $45,000 in cash and $15,000 in the County equipment fund.

Firewise:  Bob Bowles reported that there will be about 90 volunteers and 120 loads of brush to be collected at the KK pick-up tomorrow.
911 Memorial: The Memorial Committee is waiting to meet with Duke Energy to explore a possible site near the Duke Meeting facility.
Duke Energy:  No response from Duke on the new 5 YR contract although they have indicated they are working on it.
