          February 14, 2011
Call to Order: Don Chamberlain called the meeting to order at 3:00 P.M. 
Present:  Commissioners Bowles, Chamberlain, Lefevre, and Leitch.
Visitors:  Chief Caudill and Assistant-Chief Shirley.
Minutes: Minutes from the January 13, 2010 meeting were amended to name the specific commission officers for 2011 and were unanimously approved.
Treasurer’s Report: The total bank account balance as of February 11, 2011 is $534,766.49. Jack Leitch reported that the ratio of expense to budget continues to be excellent. In the first 7 months, we have spent 43% of the budget. To date we have collected 99% of our expected revenue and are awaiting the $35,000 payment from Duke Energy. 

The first draft of the 2011-2012 budget was reviewed. A request to the County to delay our submission date because of the property reassessment was denied. It was suggested that perhaps it would be clearer if we divided the Revenue section into two parts, Tax Revenue and Other Revenue.
Old Business:
It was noted that Don Chamberlain delivered a letter to County Council asking the District 17 be exempted from the County’s 2.9 mil fire tax. He has discussed this situation with Sen. Alexander and Paul Corbeil.

Since the generator is just out of warranty, the motor will be replaced with the vendor providing the parts and KFD covering the labor.

Dave Mansfield’s shoulder surgery went well and he has started rehab, but he will be out about four months. 
The new washer and dryer, partly paid for with the Dreyfus Grant, has been ordered and been delivered in several weeks. Pictures will be taken to include with the thank you letter.
A letter seeking District Firewise recognition for our efforts has been sent to National Fireswise. Key Keowee is having their U-Haul day on February 24. 
The 9-11 memorial group has incorporated as a 501 (c) 3 organization in order to accept tax-exempt donations. They are setting up a website at www.keowee911memorialsc.org. 
The February 7 meeting with Duke Energy to discuss the economics of our future relationship went well. We are waiting on their response relative to our agreement.
New Business:  
In a meeting prior to this, a draft was prepared of Keowee Fire District Goals for July 2011 to June 2014. This will be distributed and then finalized in the Commission’s March meeting.

Chief Caudill reported that the ladder truck had a minor power problem and that new tires had been put on the brush truck.

Jack Leitch presented a revised Permission and Hold Harmless Agreement for use of the Muzii family dock. A motion to sign the Agreement was made and passed. The fireboat will be moved to this location.
Executive Session: The commission went into executive to discuss personnel issues.
